AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF
SAUDI ARABIA AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF
CYPRUS ON THE EXCEPTION OF VISA REQUIREMENTS FOR
HOLDERS OF DIPLOMATIC, SPECIAL AND SERVICE PASSPORTS.

The Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and the Government of the
Republic of Cyprus (hereinafter referred to as the “Parties™),

Wishing to strengthen their bilateral relations,
Seeking to facilitate the process of mobility of their citizens who are holders of
Diplomatic, Special and Service Passports, in accordance with the principle of

reciprocity;

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

Citizens of either Party, who are holders of Diplomatic, Special and Service
Passports shall be exempted from visa requirements for entry into, exit from,
transit through and stay in the territory of the other Party for a period not
exceeding ninety (90) days from the day of eniry within a period of one hundred
and eighty (180) days, by providing a valid Diplomatic or Special Passport (for
Saudi citizens) and a valid Diplomatic or Service passport (for Cypriot citizens).

Article 2

Citizens of either Party who are holders of Diplomatic or Special Passports (for
Saudi citizens) or Diplomatic or Service Passports (for Cypriot citizens) shall
apply for visa if they intend to stay for a duration that exceeds the period
mentioned in Article 1.1 of this Agreement.
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Article 3

1. Citizens of either Party entering the other Party’s State shall, in
accordance with provisions of Article 1, adhere to respect national laws
and international treaties to which the States are Parties, in addition to
upholding the established regulations and customs in the territory of both

States during their stay.

2. The persons referred to in Article 1 of this Agreement, may enter into, exit
from or transit through the territory of the other Party at all border crossing

points designated by the latter Party, which are open to international
traffic.
Article 4

The provisions of Article 1 of this Agreement shall not apply to the amriving
Cypriot citizens to the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia for the purposes of performing
Hajj or Umrah, for they must obtain a visa issued specifically for such purposes.

Article §

The Parties shall coordinate between each other through diplomatic channels in
regards to citizens arriving in an official visit prior to their arrival to either State.

Article 6

According to the provisions of Article 1 of this Agreement, citizens of either
State entering the other State’s territory are not allowed to engage in any
employment, be it self-~employment, or any other private business activity in
the territory of the other State, during their stay unless it is in accordance with
the laws and regulations of the host State.
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Article 7

1. The Parties shall exchange, through diplomatic channels, new or amended
forms of their Diplomatic and Special Passports in use (for Saudi citizens),
or Diplomatic or Service Passports (for Cypriot citizens). Each Party shall
inform the other Party of the terms for issuance and use of such passports.
Each Party shall inform the other Party of any amendment concerning the
form of such passports and the terms of issuance or use as far as possible
at least sixty (60) days before the date of the amendment and shall report
any incidents of theft or loss or cancelation of any of these passports
within sixty (60) days of the incident.

2. The Parties shall complete the exchange of specimens of their passports
referred to in Article 1 of this Agreement through diplomatic channels no
later than thirty (30) days before the entry of this Agreement into force.

Article 8

The Parties shall ensure that the information and documents exchanged
between them are exclusively used for the purposes assigned to them in
accordance with their Agreement. Such information and documents shall not
be transferred to any Third Party without the written consent of the Party

concerned,
Article 9

Either Party reserves the right to deny entry into or stay in its territory to citizens
of the other Party on grounds of State security, public order or public health, as
well as the right to shorten or terminate the stay of such persons in accordance

with the laws and regulations of the receiving State.
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Article 10

Each Party shall have the right to temporarily suspend the implementation of this
Agreement in whole or in part for reasons of State security, public

order or public health. However, it shall notify the other Party, in writing in
advance, of its intention to suspend the Agreement, no later than seventy-two
(72) hours before it takes effect through diplomatic channels. Both Parties

shall immediately notify each other, through diplomatic channels, as soon as
the reasons that led to the suspension cease to exist and cancel the suspension.

Article 11

1. This Agreement may be amended upon the Parties’ mutual consent in
accordance with their respective statutory procedures.

2. The Parties shall settle any dispute arising between them on the
interpretation or implementation of this Agreement by consultation
through diplomatic channels and in an amicable manner, in order to serve
their common interests. Any dispute between the Parties may not be
submitted for settlement through any court, authority, or other entity.

3. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last mutual notice
between the Parties, through the official channels, such notice shall
confirm the completion of necessary internal legal procedures for its entry
into force.

4. This Agreement shall be valid for five years, and shall be automatically
renewed for another period or similar consecutive periods, unless either
Party provides the other Party with a written notice about their willingness
to terminate or not renew the Agreement at least six months prior to its
expiration date.
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Article 12

The provisions of this Agreement are without prejudice to the international rights
and obligations of the Parties, including, without limitation, in relation to the
Republic of Cyprus, rights and obligations arising from European Union Law,
and, in relation to both Parties, international rights and obligations arising from
the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 18 April 1961 and the Vienna
Convention on Consular Relations of 24 April 1963.

In witness whereof, the undersigned, being duly authorised thereto by their
respective Governments, have signed this Agreement.

Done in duplicate in the city of Riyad on 25 April 2024, corresponding to
16/101445 H, in the Arabic, Greek and English languages, all texts being equally
authentic. In the event of divergence in interpretation, the English text shall

prevail.
